Trick My Book Truck Contest

Contest Rules

Contest starts June 1, 2009 and ends July 31, 2009
The contest is part of the Oklahoma Teen Summer Reading Program “Express Yourself at Your Library” a joint project with the national Collaborative Summer Library Program. The Institute of Museum and Library Services (IMLS), through the Library Services and Technology Act (LSTA), federally funds the program.

Any material can be used to trick your book cart. This includes, but is not limited to, pre-bought, homemade, donations and library supplies. Creativity is the key. The winners will be announced October 2, 2009. 

· Contest starts June 1, 2009 and ends July 31, 2009
· Teens from grades 6th to 12th can enter

· One entry per library, library branch, school, or institution can be submitted before the deadline.

· Contest is open to teens participating in Oklahoma public, school, institution and organization libraries conducting a 2009 Summer Reading Program. 

· Submit pictures of the book carts by e-mail. Pictures should include the front, back and sides of the cart.

· Submitted entries will be viewable on the CYA website and reprinted as needed.

· No purchase necessary. 

· Privacy policy. No private information will be shared with anyone.

To email a photo, you will need a digital version of the image on your computer. If you have a digital camera, follow the manufacturer's instructions for transferring your photos to your computer. Be sure to make a note of where the digital files are being saved on your computer so you can find them later. It is also a good idea to review your photos and jot down the file name of the best image before you start the upload process.

If you don't have a digital camera, you can easily obtain digital versions of photos taken with a film camera. Most photo finishing services, including those provided by large department stores, offer the option of putting your photos on computer CD disks when you have film developed. The disk you receive will include software for viewing and saving the photos to your computer. Another option is to scan a print of your photo; if you don't have a scanner, many copy shops will scan the photo for you and put it on a computer disk.

About Image Formats. If your photos are stored in a different format (such as GIF, BMP, or TIFF), you will need to "translate" them into JPEG (.jpg) format. Use the photo editing software that came with your camera or scanner to save your photo in the JPEG format. (Photos delivered on disks by a photo finisher are usually in JPEG format.)

Image modifications are limited to:

· Cropping, rotating and resizing and/or One-step enhancement, i.e., “AutoFix”, “QuickFix”, “Auto Levels”, etc.

· Red-eye removal and spot editing

· Use of filters to sharpen, soften, blur, despeckle, or remove noise

· Use of corrective functions to improve the natural appearance of the image, such as levels, contrast, brightness, curves, intensity, tone, hue, saturation, lightness, value, color balance, and tint.

Our judges. none are professional photographers nor are they trained in the ways of artistic presentation or composition. Each judge will simply select the photos that best convey a relationship between the book and the child.
